Role and place of the National Unification Advisory Council (NUAC) in Russian Federation
(SLIDE 01)

The National Unification Advisory Council of the Republic of Korea is actually more of the public authority that of the social and politics structure

The role of the Council is evidently very important for searching constructive approaches to solving Korea unification issues. Russian Koreans as citizens of Russian Federation are not indifferent in Korean Peninsula fortune. They are very interested in peaceful and democratic unification of Korea as well as in reduction of tensions between South and North Koreans. Search of ways to solve these important issues as well as forming public opinion are part of work of various non-governmental organizations established by Russian Koreans (local, regional, and federal) which work in frameworks of Russian legislation. And the above issues become organic parts of Charters of these NGOs.
SLIDE 02
We, Russian Koreans, have opportunities of frequent contacts with representatives of both South and North Koreas. And we create various communication platforms to do that. They include historical dates important for Russia and both Koreas and connected with history of mutual affairs development between our countries as well as between people of our countries. Many Russian Korean NGOs gained considerable experience in organizing the above events. These NGOs include Primorski krai Association of Koreans (president Valentine Park) and The Russian Far East & Siberia Association for Korean Organizations (president Beyk Ku Sen) and others in other regions of Russian Federation. Those topics were highly reflected in large-scale events of the year 2014 dedicated to 150th Anniversary of Koreans resettlement to Russia. “Russia-Korea 2014” motor rally became one of the most memorable events of that kind. In the year 2015 we conducted a large series of events dedicated to the 70th Anniversaries of the World War II ending and Liberation of Korean Peninsula. I was also very satisfied with the international theoretical and practical conference held in Khabarovsk September 30, 2015. Representatives of both Koreas took part in that event. All the participants participated in interesting and positive dialog including the one that discussed situation on Korean Peninsula.
SLIDE 03
The practice shows that work of the Nation Unification Advisory Council in Russia which is based on personal membership basis is not really effective. Especially when heads of NUAC’s regional departments in Moscow and Vladivostok are appointed from among Citizens of South Korea who are nonresidents in Russia. With that over 80% of those regional departments members are Russian Koreans having Russian citizenship.
In my strong opinion NUAC’s activities in Russia should use resources of Russian Korean NGOs. Their activities on building dialog between representatives of both Korean started a way long before creating NUAC and is strongly supported by all Russian Federation authorities.

SLIDE 04
It’ll be more effective to research ways of NUAC’s cooperation with Russian Korean NGOs (local, regional, and federal) on the following issues:

· Development of humanitarian and culture relations;

· Assistance in development of economic, investment, tourism and other ties with the Russian Federation regions and Korean Peninsula countries;
· Searching the ways of reducing tensions on Korean Peninsula, and forming the public opinion on inevitable Korean unification which will be done on peaceful and democratic basis.
All the above said will bring new positive impulse in solving important goals of the National Unification Advisory Council.
